Does the company have an approved accounting system?
Last DCAA audit and rating received.  If not, state “No DCAA Audit”
Provide customers, government prime and subcontract numbers.  Include contract dollar amounts.  (This information is to establish “past performance.”)
List all Small Business Programs your company qualifies for, i.e. 

8(a), SDB, WOSB, VOSB, SDVOSB, HUBZone, Small Business

If 8(a) participant, provide program entrance date with SBA Business Service Office, Name, address, POC, and telephone number.  Provide program expiration date.

List all NAICS your company can provide products and services for.
List all Security Clearances the company holds
